Participants start their adventure in the ancient harbor of Dartmouth before exploring the open spaces of Dartmoor and Exmoor, setting for Sherlock Holmes’s adventures in “The Hound of the Baskervilles.” Among the stopping points are the historical market town of Totnes; Widecombe-in-the-Moor, home to the famous 15th-century church; and Castle Drogo, designed by Sir Edwin Lutyens and said to be the last castle built in England. Walkers trek along the former communication route of the Viking raiders aside the River Barle and through Varle Hill where native ponies run through open moors. Other highlights include views of Bristol Channel, the Dart Valley and Welsh Mountains amidst scenery dotted with thatched hamlets and farms. Along with gracious dinners and convivial breakfasts, the Wayfarers also include lunch in traditional pubs and local treats like Devon cream tea.
